INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC EXPRESSION OF INTEREST.  
Stockdale Road Primary School each year offers instrumental music lessons and instrument hire at a very 
reasonable price. 
 

The cost for instrument hire and tuition for thirty-four weeks (averaging 17 weeks per semester) is $440 
($220 per semester).  Lessons will be provided to students in small groups during school hours.  
Instrumental music students will also have the opportunity to play in the Stockdale Road Primary School 
Concert Band for no extra charge. 
 

For those students who already own their own instrument the tuition fee will be $170 per semester. 
 

Please be aware that due to the limited number of instruments available some students will not receive their 
first choice and some may miss out altogether.  Priority will be given to senior students, as younger students 
will have opportunities in the future. All semester payments need to be paid prior to your child being allowed 
to start their lessons. 
 

Instruments available are: 
             

·  Clarinet, flute, alto sax, trombone, trumpet and bass guitar ($100 extra   per year for the bass 
amp). 

·  Guitar (own guitar required. Lessons $100 per semester).
